This Tsimshian mask w  as f ound in
British Columbia in the ear ly par t of

the last centur y. T he cr eatur e it

de picts is undenia  bly a pe-lik e. As no
apesof anysor tar e nativeto Nor th
America, theinspir ationf orthe car ving
may ha ve been the sasqua tc h. Inthe
Tsimshian cultur e, asin man Yy native
cultur es, the sasqua tc h (or sasqua tc h-
lik e cr eatur es) has sacr ed signif icance
Thismask w ould ha ve beencr eatedto
honor the cr  eatur e. T he actual mask is
not sho wn her e forr eligiousr easons
we acce ptandr espect. The actuala ge
of the mask is not kno wn, butw e

belie ve itw as cr eated ar ound 1850.
(Drawingb y Peter Trav ers.)

Nati ve masks tha tactuall vy
de pict the sasqua  tc h, or
sasqua tc h-lik e cr eatur es, are
numer ous . Few, howev er,
expr ess a sense of  reality as
w ell as this Chehalis mask
car ved b y Ambr ose P oint in
1938. He li ved on the Chehalis
Reser vation in British Columbia,
w her e man y sasqua tc h
sightings ha ve beenr epor ted. It
is belie ved he actuall ysawa
sasqua tc h w hic h pr ovided the
inspir ation f or the mask. The
physical siz e of the car vingis
far lar ger than a human head,
and ma yindica tetheg reatsiz e
of the cr eatur e he obser ved.

THEODORE ROOSEVELT

The ear liest written sasqua tc hr efer ences
recount the e  xperiences of ear ly e xplor ers
andtr aveler s. We ar etoldtha tLief Erikson
encounter edug ly, hair y monster sin A.D.
986, andtha t Sam uel de Champlain w as

inf or med of a giant hair y for est beast in

1603. Ther e ar e indeed other accounts , and
ther eis notelingho  w man y ha ve been lost
to histor .

In his book, = The Wanderings of an Artist

Among the Indians of North America, Paul
Kane provided af irst-hand, dir ect account

of early Native fear of thecr eatur e. On
Mar ch 16, 1847, Kane w as in the Mount St.
Helens , Washington, area, butw as una ble
to g et na tives to accompan y him up the
mountain f or f ear of , “ar ace of beings of a
dif fer ent species , who ar e cannibals .”

Remar ka bly, the f ir st major pub lished
account of whata ppear stobeacr edb le
sasqua tc h encounterw as writtenb vy
Theodor e Roose velt, who la ter became
President of the United Sta tes . In his book,
Wilderness Hunter (1892), Roose velt
recounted a stor ytoldtohimb yatr apper

tha t took place in the Bitter root Mountains
in thel850s . The tr apper pr ovided
con vincing details on ho w his par tnerw as

kiled b y some sor tof beasttha tw alk edon
tw ole gs.

Ne wspa perr epor ts ar e by far the most
numer ous . Sixty-one r epor ts of possible

sasqua tc h incidents prior to 1900 ha ve
come to light. This n umber does not inc lude
re por ts of those “wild men” w ho fr om their

descriptions a  ppearto ha ve beenmer ely
tha t.

THE OSTMAN ABDUCTION

Also in the summer of 1924,
Alber t Ostman c laims hew as
abducted b y asasqua tc h near
Toba Inlet, British Columbia. He
was car rieda wayin hisslee ping
bag and held ca pti ve for six
days b yasasqua tchfamily
(male , female , young bo y and

gir ). The stor y of hisca pti vity

and esca peisw ell documented,

and he died still irm tha t his
SwW or n accountw astr ue.

THE APEMEN OF MT . ST HELENS

In the summer of 1924, Fred Bec k
and f our other pr ospector s c laimed
they w ere attac ked b y a n umber of
sasqua tc h near Mt. St. Helens . The

creatur esthr ewr ocksa tthemen 's
ca bin and tried to br eak thr ough the
roof , wall, and door . The a ttac k

contin ued thr oughout the night, but
the stur dy windo wless ca bin

withstood all assaults . In the

mor ning , Bec k said he shot one of

the cr eatur es w hic h toppled into Ape
Canyon (sonamedas ar esult of  this

incident).

THE WILLIAM R OE EXPERIENCE

In the summer of 1955, William R oe, an e xperienced
hunter , hik ed up Mica Mountain, w hic hiis neartheto  wn
of Tete J aune Cac he, British Columbia. He said hesa w

w hat he thoughtw as a bear half  hid deninthe f orest,
and calml y obser vedthe cr eatur e fr ombehindab ush.
To his sur prise , it stood up on tw ole gsandw alk ed
towards him. Now full yvisib le, the cr eatur e a ppear ed
ape-lik e, about 6-f eettall, coveredindar kbr own, silv er-
tipped hair , and b yits e vident br easts , afemale .

Una ware tha titw as being obser ved, it pr oceeded to the
edg e of the b ush concealing R oe. It cr ouc hed do wn and
star tedtoea tlea vesfr omtheb ush. Roe obser ved the
creatur e foraconsider abletime , and noted man vy
details . When the cr eatur e noticed R oe, it shifted

bac kw ard, stoodup , andw alk ed r apidl y away. R oe had a
rif le and le veled it on the cr eatur e, b ut decided not to

shoot because he f eltitw as human. The dr awing seen
her e w as cr eated b y Roe’ s daughter under his dir ection,
(although some aspects dif fer fr om his description).

THE BIR TH OF THE N AME “BIGFOO T~

The ter m “bigf oot” became the
common name f orthecr eatur einthe
United Sta tes in October 1958. As it
ha ppened, duringtha tmonth, Jerry
Crew, aroadconstr uctionw orker, saw
lar ge humanlik e f ootprints cir  cling his
par ked b ulldo zeronar oadbeingb uilt
in the Bluf f Creek, Calif or nia ar ea.
Suc h prints had been pr evious| y seen
thatyearb y Crewand otherw orkers,
and w hate ver w as making the prints
was beingr eferredto as “bigf oot. ”
Crew made a plaster cast of one of the
prints and r epor ted the incident to the
Humboldt Times ne wspa per a t Eur eka,
Calif or nia. A subsequent  Associated
Press release used the name “Bigf oot, ”
and na tion-wide pub lica tion of their

stor y firmly esta blished the ter m. Jerry Crew in a newsp aper photograph.

The one-min ute
color f ilm f oota ge c lear ly sho ws an
ape-lik e, hair -covered cr eatur e

w alking alongag rav el sand bar

During its passa  ge, thecr eatur e

tur nedand g lanceda tthe menw ho
were about 102 f eeta way. Itthen
contin ued onits cour se and

disa ppear edinthew oods dir ectl y
ahead.

The f ilm has been intensel y anal yzed
and studied b y man y qualif ied

pr of essionals , inc luding a cer tif ied
forensic e xaminer , all of whom a ttest
to the pr oba ble r eality of the

cr eatur e filmed.

Exper ts in Holl yw ood ha ve sta ted

tha t the y could not duplica te the

cr eatur e without signif icant f inancial
resour ces, and e venthenther ewere
no guar antees . Eventhe w orld-

acc laimed mak e-up ar tist, John
Chamber s, statedinthela te 1990s
thathew assimpl y“nottha tgood.”

Every ef fortto duplica tethef ilmb vy
film pr oducer s and ama teur s has
failed miser ably. Man y indi viduals
overthey ear s havetriedtodiscr edit

the f ilm, but not one piece of even
mar ginall y har d e vidence has

surf aced to cast doubt on the f iim’ s
authenticity

Patter sonis seen her e holding the
casts shor tly after the vy had set.

In 1971, René Dahinden
took the f ilm to Eur ope
and had it r eviewed by

scientists in f  ive countries . Tw o scientists w  ent be yond
simpl y vie wing the film and pr ovided encour aging written
repor ts. In Nor th America, thr ee ad ditional scientists and

a forensic e xaminer ha ve gone on r ecor d as to the
proba ble authenticity of the cr eatur e filmed. Other
pr of essionals ha ve e xpr essed opinions tha t suppor t either
the f ilm, or the sasqua tch in g ener al. Usuall y, w hen
scientists tak e the time to pr oper ly anal yze the
Patter son/Gimlinf ilm, the yar eimpr essed and moti vatedto
perf or m fur therr esear ch.

LIVING TESTIMONY

Rober t Gimlin is seen her e atthe Willo w Cr eek
Bigf oot Symposium in 2003. He has r ecounted

the stor yof thef ilming to audiences man y times
since the e pic e vent in 1967, and contin ues to
reaf firmtha tw hathesa watBIuf f Creekw as a
natur al cr eatur e.

Scientists
w ho ha ve studied hand
casts contend tha t the
printsw erenotmadeb vy
a human hand.

Hair samples associa ted with sasqua tc h sightings ha ve
been collected and anal yzed b y Dr. Henner F ahr enbac h. The
follo wing is hisr epor ton his f indings

Gener all y, sasqua tc h hair has the same diameter r ang e
as human hair and a verages 2to 3inc hes (5to 8 cm) in
length, with the long est collected being 15 inc hes (38.1
cm). Theendisr ounded or split, often with embed ded dir t.
Acutendw ouldindica te human origin. Hair tha tise xposed
for a long time to the elements tends to be de graded b vy
fungi and bacteria, a pr ocess r eadil y appar ent under the
micr oscope . Suc h hair s ar e r outinel yrejected, and none of
the photo gra phed hair s sho wn her e suf fer fr om suc h
def ects .

Sasqua tc h hair is distinguished b y an a bsence of a
medulla, the centr al cellular canal. At best, a few shor t
re gions of a fragmentar y medulla of amor phous
composition ar e found near the base of the hair . Some
human hair s alsolac kamedulla, butthe cur rent collection
of 20 inde pendent samples with cong ruent mor pholo gy
ef fecti vely r ules out substitution of human hair

The cr oss-sectional sha  pe and color of sasqua tc h hairis
LT sasq-cA  unif or m fr om one end to the other , In k ee ping with the ¢ har -
acteristics of prima te hairing ener al. Ther e ar e no guar d
hair s or w ooll y under coa t, and the hair cannot be e xpected
to molt with the seasons . Hence , hair collections ar e
invaria bly spar se in n umber .

Despite a wide v  ariety of obser ved hair color s in
sasqua tc h, under the micr  oscope the vy in varia bly ha ve fine
melanin pigmenta tion and a r eddish cast to the cor te X,
presuma bly a function of the pigment phaeomelanin.

Effortsa t DN A anal ysis ar e contin uing , though hamper ed
by thelac kof amedulla, aconditiontha t, whereite xistsin
human hair , also impedes suc  h studies . Advances in DN A
tec hnolo gy pr omise e ventual success

Hair micrographs (260x): The deer hair has the cross-section almost entirely occupied by the
medulla, an unbroken lattice in hair terminology . It has, of course, a thin cortex and cuticle. The
chimpanzee hair , pitch black, has a continuous, mostly amorphous medulla. The human hair has
the typical amorphous fragmentary medulla. The three sasquatch hairs (one from California; two
from W ashington) are (CA) dark brown; (W A#1) very dark (observed as black on the animal); and
(WA#2) reddish brown (called buckskin by the observers of the animal). A medulla is uniformly
absent in these hairs.

John Binder nagel has done

consider abler esear ch on this
subject (pub lished in  North
America’s Great Ape: the

Sasquatch ). He details

disco veries of lar ge, unusual nest-
lik e str uctur es (some par tiall y
roof ed), and of one incident

w her e a sasqua tc h w as seen in

an a bandoned mine shatft. Later
explor ations of the shaftr evealed
anovalnest4f eetb y45f eet
made of forest ma terial. Although
ther eis no har d e vidence to

connect these str uctur es with
sasqua tc h, the y ar e dif ferent fr om
common bear beds and cannot be
associa ted withan y kno wn

animal.

to f our inc hes in diameter , snha pped
or twisted of f sixtoeightf eet
above the g round. ”

One’ s immedia
tha t the br

te r eaction might be
anc hesw erebrokenby
the wind, or other se vere w eather
conditions . Howev er, precise

obser vationsb y Dr. Rober t Alle yin
Alaskar evealedtha tbr anc hesar e
br ok en in this w ay during periods
whenw eatherw asnotaf actor .
Because hands w  ould be needed to
br eak the br anc hes , the sasqua tc h
is a lik ely suspect.

EXCREMENT OR FECES

Lar ge, human-lik e evacua tions ha ve
been f ound and e xamined. T heir
contents ar e nottha tof ahuman or
a bear , and their sha pe dif fers fr om
any kno wn animal.  Fur ther , one
obviousl y non-human sample

contained e ggs of par asites

common in southw est China.

A dir ect comparison with a human
skulland a g orilla skull conf iIrms tha t
the cr eatur ew asv ery lar ge.

Whether Gigantopithecus walk ed
upright or on all f our s will pr oba bly
never be cer tain unless other bones ar e
found. Alltha ttheja wspr oveistha tan
ape of suf ficientsiz etoma tch

sasqua tc h descriptions did e Xist in
relativelyrecenttimes , and not

impossib |y far fr om Nor th America.
Making the cr  ossingw ould ha ve

requir ed ada ptingtolif einam uch
colder ¢ lima te, butf or tha tthe

creatur e’s hug e siz e w ould ha ve been a
signif icantad vanta ge.

They eti, whic his saidtoinha  bit
the Himala yas, was first br ought
to the a ttention of  the outside
world a bout 100y ear s ago.

Although “y owie” isaf airlyrecentter mfor
Austr alia’ s sasqua tc h or bigf oot, the cr eatur e
itself pr eda tes written histor y. Infact, we

belie ve Aborigines ha ve been encountering this
mysterious cr  eatur e since the vy ar rived on the
continent. A Yulanji picto gra ph, depictingw hat
these peopler efer to as a giant hair -co ver ed
man, provides some indica  tion of the antiquity

of the phenomenon.

Nati ve y owie encounter s, howev er, w er e not
tak en seriousl y until Eur opeansslo wly pushed
Yowie study by Barry Olive. into the “out bac k” and sa wthe cr eatur e first-
hand.
